Mary and Joseph had to travel about 90 miles by foot while Mary was 9
months pregnant, mostly up and down hills. The temperature was
probably in the 30s during the day and raining most of the time. At night
the temperature would be below freeing. They would have worn heavy
woolen cloaks to keep warm and to shed the rain and snow.

They could have faced bears or lions in the woods by the Jordan. And
bandits and pirates of the dessert were often found looking to rob
travelers.

To eat they probably feasted on water and dried bread for breakfast, dried
bread and oil for lunch and dried bread, oil and herbs for dinner.

When you find your self feeling cold, tired or hungry this Christmas let it be
a reminder of the great sacrifice Mary and Joseph made to bring us our
Savior!
