As we are now in full swing of the month of Mary, May, have you ever 
wondered why this month is devoted to Our Lady?  Father Latomia, a 
Jesuit in Rome, began the practice of dedicating this month to our Blessed 
Mother toward the end of the 18

th
 century.  He wanted to promote devotion 

to Mary as a way to combat the infidelity and immorality that existed.  
Soon this devotion spread throughout the whole Jesuit order, and later to 
the entire church. 
 

In 1815 Pope Pius VII granted a partial indulgence to anyone participating 
either in public or private devotions honoring Mary during the month of 
May.  Later Pope Pius IX made the indulgence a plenary one! 
There are several feast days honoring Mary during May which makes the 
month so appropriate.  Our Lady, Queen of Apostles (the Sat. following the 
Ascension), Our Lady of the Most Blessed Sacrament (May 13), Our Lady 
of Fatima (May 13), Mary, Help of Christians (May 24), Mary, Mediatrix of 
All Graces (May 31) and the Visitation (May 31). 
 

Devotions to Mary during this time where probably energized by four well 
know approved Marian apparitions; to St. Catherine Laboure instructing 
the miraculous Medal to be struck in 1830, to the children in La Salette in 
1846, to St. Bernadette in 1858, and finally to the Fatima children in 1917.  
This May 13

th
 will mark the 100 anniversary of Mary’s first appearance in 

Fatima!
