be cured by faith. Lucy used this to convince her mother that
it was not necessary for Lucy to be married since her mother
would live,and that she could sell the dowry and give the
money to the poor and allow Lucy to spend her life united to
Christ.

This angered her bridegroom
faith to the governor. She was arrested and the governor tried
to have her defiled in a brothel, but when the guards came to
take her there they were unable to move her. She was even
tied her to a team of oxen,
budge!

Next, the guards prepared bundles of wood around her to burn
her to death, but they were unable to ignite with fire. Finally
they drew their swords and made Lucy a martyr for her faith.

Before her death it is said
either by the governor as a punishment, or by Lucy herself to
discourage her suitors who enjoyed her beauty. But after her
death, as her body was being prepared for burial they
discovered her eyes had been perfectly restored.

know she was a strong woman who remained close to Christ
even to her death.
