To any regular 

church going Catholic, this is a well known and loved tradition 

of our faith.  What isnôt as well know, however, are the details 

of Saint Blaiseôs life.   Most of what we know about him was 

recorded 400 years after his death in the book called the Acts 

of St. Blaise.  Great stories were passed down about his life, 

and like many great, miraculous saints, itôs not always easy 

sorting the truth from the fiction.  

St. Blaise was born in the 3rd century.  He became the Bishop 

of Sebastea, it is also believed that he was first a medical 

doctor.  He served the Church during the Edict of Toleration, 

the time when the Roman Empire granted freedom to worship 

God to Catholics.  Although on paper freedom was granted, 

the actually application of this new law was not yet practiced 

throughout the empire.  Because of this the Bishop left the city 

and lived as a hermit.  During his time of solitude and prayer it 

is said that he made friends with the wild animals.  While on a 

hunt, a group of men stumbled upon St. Blaiseôs cave and 

found wolves, lions and bears patiently surrounding him while 

he knelt in prayer.   Blaise became known as the ñsaint of the 

wild beastò. 

It is said that the hunters turned Blaise in for his faith.  While 

on his way to prison, they found a woman whose pig had just 

been stolen by a wolf.  Blaise commanded to wolf to give it 

back, and it did, uninjured.  While in jail a mother brought her 

young boy to the Bishop for help with a fish bone lodged in his 

throat.  In front of the governor, Agricola, the child immediately 

coughed up the bone at Blaiseôs command.  While in prison, 

Blaise was given two fine wax candles to light his gloomy cell. 

Impressed with Blaise, Agricola tried to get him to renounce 

his faith, but Blaise refused.  So, the governor had him 

beaten.  Again, they pleaded with him to renounce his faith but 

again Blaise refused.  He was then hung from a tree while they 

tore his flesh with iron combs or rakes.  After still refusing to 

deny Jesus, he was finally beheaded.  

St. Blaise is often pictured in a cave surrounded by wild 

animals, or holding two crossed candles.  Every year on his 

feast day, faithful Catholics line up to have their throats 

blessed through the intercession of St. Blaise.  Because of his 

brutal torture with wool combs, he is the patron saint of wool 

trade and wool combers.  His feast day is Feb 3rd. 

St. Blaise, pray for us and for the faith of our youth!
